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Background: Cook County and participating municipalities in the county developed a hazard mitigation plan to reduce risk from all hazards by identifying
resources, information, and strategies for risk reduction. The federal Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 requires state and local governments to develop hazard
mitigation plans as a condition for federal disaster grant assistance. To prepare the plan, the participating partners organized resources , assessed risks from
natural hazards within the county, developed planning goals and objectives, reviewed mitigation alternatives, and developed an action plan to address probable
impacts from natural hazards. By completing this process, these jurisdictions maintained compliance with the Disaster Mitigation Act, achieving eligibility for
mitigation grant funding opportunities afforded under the Robert T. Stafford Act.

Purpose: The purpose of this report is to provide an annual update on the implementation of the action plan identified in the Cook County Multi-Jurisdictional
Hazard Mitigation Plan. The objective is to ensure that there is a continuing and responsive planning process that will keep the Hazard Mitigation Plan dynamic
and responsive to the needs and capabilities of the partner jurisdictions. This report discusses the following:

Hazard Analysis

Hazards that represent a county-wide risk are addressed in the Risk Assessment section of the 2019 Cook County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan
Update. This section only addresses the hazards and their associated impacts that are relevant and unique to the municipality.

Flood: We have experienced flooding at Willow Road between Elmhurst and Wheeling Roads, Arlington Countryside subdivision, EImhurst Rd (IDOT)
between Willow Road and Camp McDonald, and Old Willow Road Apartments - Eastside. The City also experienced overflows near many homes along
McDonald Creek in multiple locations, impacting Patricia, Wheeling, Alton, Own and EIm Streets. Other streets affected include Sherwood, Glenbrook,
Wildwood, Palatine Frontage- Milwaukee Ave. Arlington Countryside, Old Willow between Wolf and River Rd, Tully and S. Wheeling.

Extreme Heat: In the case of extreme heat, we need planning assistance for two (2) new assisted living communities.

High Winds: We need generators for critical facilities during high winds, including our Public Works building and water pump station. Our community also
needs a portable generator for life station use.

Extreme Cold: Due to our previous experiences with extreme cold, we require upgrades for Public Works' snow and ice equipment for liquid de-icers. Also,
as earlier noted, we need planning assistance for our two (2) new assisted living communities.

Ice Storms: Similar to the impacts of high winds in our jurisdiction, we need generators to ensure the continuity of operations of our critical facilities during
severe ice storms.

1. P9.9 Arlington Countryside - Flooding Areas: City secured significant grant funding approximately $2 mil. in State and Federal sources for this project.
Completed design for pumping station and forcemain. Secured an easement with a homeowner in the affected area to construct the lift station. Project to be
bid Q1 of 2022 with construction is scheduled to begin in Q4 of 2022.

2. Secured MWRDGC funding to purchase and demolish a repetitive loss house at 214 S. Wheeling Rd. Property will be incorporated into an existing
Prospect Heights Park District will park and provide better access to the park.

3. Finalizing IGA with MWRDGC and Cook County DOTH to raise E. Willow Road to prevent road closures due to rain event flooding closures.
4. Following the 2021 verification cycle Prospect Heights improved to a Class 6 CRS rating.

Future Needs: Examples of future needs include, but are not limited to: receiving training to better understand the mitigation grant application process,
studies that may be needed to better understand hazards/risks, etc.
